Christmas, the fourth Quarter Day, was
both the culmination of the old year and
the first festival of the new year. The
day originated as a solstice festival and
signaled a time of resting and gathering
fertility for a new round of sowing and
reaping. This festival merged easily with
the Christian celebration of the birth of
Jesus Christ, which occurred at this time
of year.
